INSTRUCTIONAL FOCUS

Yakeen Dinmahamad, AP
Keeping a classroom “under control” is often a challenge. Below are five research-based strategies:

Rules
> Be explicit about expectations for student behavior. Rules should be taught, reviewed frequently and applied in a fair

and consistent manner.

Routines
» Follow routines and procedures to let students know how to act during class activities: such as group work, guided

practices, or even on handling in homework.

Praise
» Positive behavior should be reinforced with praise. Praises should be specific and sincere, and should focus on

congratulating behaviors, rather than the individual.

Misbehavior
» Noncompliance with class rules and expectations should have consequences. It's essential, however, that these

consequences not only have varying levels of severity, but that they are applied consistently.
Engagement
» High-quality instruction should engage students, and the more engaged the student, the less likely they are to act out.
Opportunities for student participation will ensure that students spend more time learning and less time misbehaving.

Other recommendations: manage the environment, increase parent and community involvement, and provide
social/emotional/cultural sensitivity.

ENFOQUE DE INSTRUCCION

Mantener un aula "bajo control" es a menudo un desafio. A continuacidn se presentan cinco estrategias basadas en la investigacion:
Reglas
» Sea explicito sobre las expectativas de comportamiento de los estudiantes. Las reglas deben ensefiarse, revisarse con frecuencia
y aplicarse de manera justa y coherente.
Rutinas
» Siga las rutinas y procedimientos para que los alumnos sepan cédmo actuar durante las actividades de la clase, como el trabajo en
grupo, las practicas guiadas o incluso el manejo de la tarea.
Alabanza
» El comportamiento positivo debe ser reforzado con elogios. Las alabanzas deben ser especificas y sinceras, y deben centrarse en
felicitar los comportamientos, en lugar de los individuos.
Mala conducta
» = Elincumplimiento de las reglas y expectativas de la clase debe tener consecuencias. Sin embargo, es esencial que estas
consecuencias no solo tengan diferentes niveles de gravedad, sino que se apliquen de manera coherente.
Compromiso

» Lainstruccion de alta calidad debe involucrar a los estudiantes, y cuanto mas comprometido esté el estudiante, menos probable es
que actuen. Las oportunidades para la participacion de los estudiantes garantizaran que los estudiantes pasen mas tiempo
aprendiendo y menos tiempo portdndose mal.

Otras recomendaciones: administrar el ambiente, aumentar la participacion de los padresy la comunidad, proporcionar sensibilidad social / emocional /
cultural.
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
